IRISH MEN’S HORROR HAIR OPS

IRISHmen are baing Iaftdlsﬁgured
for life by botched hair transplants.
The promise of lower prices - often
in foreign clinics — isl leading pllmple
o pay lor poor qua .'lt}i" transplants
which leave them scarred.
More and more Irish men are opting for
the cosmetic procedure after a
host of high-profile stars, includ-
ing Wayne Rooney and Louis
Walsh, have opened up about
undergoing hair transplants.
However Consultant Plastic
?leon at the Blackrock Clinic,
un Murphy, said there are a
grnw:ns number of cases of men
ting cut-price procedures - both
in Ireland and abroad - which have
left them permanently scarred.

She said: "‘I:'s absolutely hor-
rific. If they have a really bad job
that hasn't been executed proper-
ly, designed properly, they really
are essentially disfigured for life.

“We see cnss -crossed train
tracks of scars at the back of the head, the
s;arﬁgs}‘ri t{:ick and wide and are nlrilsible
thro air. Peo are getting really, re-
ally upset. There igllea:!l!e enough yvou can do

to undo the botch job. As a plastic su eonl
can remedy scars o some degree, but I can't
make it go away."”

The operations involve taking living hair
follicles from areas where it is still growing
and transplanting them to balding areas.

However, while the rich and famous can
spend thousands to have transplants done
in high-end clinics, others can be tempted
by the cut-price procedures offered abroad.
As the hair is shaved at the back to carry
out the procedure, it can be months
later ore men realise their
head has been over-harvested,
leaving them with bald patches
and scarring.

The procedure has graduated from
transplanting three or four follicles
of hair at a time to the more refined
strip surgery which involves mkins
a strip of skin and hair follicles an
slicing them up and transplanting
them individually.

Dr Murphy, who carries out
transplants in Hair Restoration
Blackrock, said it is a complex,
time-consuming procedure.
